ome think of a myth as something once presumed to be true but discovered to be false. For example, 
we say it’s a myth that Christopher Columbus discovered America. There is, however, another quite 
different meaning to “myth,” as in a story that helps us understand life and how to negotiate it. Such 

myths are often centered around heroes who overcome great odds for the sake of the greater good. Star Wars 
and Luke Skywalker is one such myth. The Lord of the Rings trilogy and Frodo Baggins is another. These are myths 
capturing the need for courage and commitment to the good at the hero’s own expense. We often fi nd ourselves 
wishing we could be like these heroes.

The biblical story of the Hebrew people can be thought of as such a myth, culminating in the story of Jesus. 
It differs from those other myths in that this story is not fi ction. It is a saga that helps us understand and 
negotiate life as we live it. It culminates with the sacrifi cial death of the one we call King of the Universe. This 
King is a servant-king, one who gives his life for us so that we might live. Despite being urged by religious 
leaders and soldiers and the thief on the cross to save himself, he resists. Saving himself is not what he is about. 
Jesus is the King whose true myth we tell whenever we come together. ●

Dear Padre,
Why is a US secular holiday like Thanksgiving on the 
Church’s liturgical calendar?
Since November 1969, the Proper Calendar offers a Thanksgiving 
Day Mass for US dioceses. While it also includes Independence 
Day, no suggestion is made for other civic holidays (Memorial Day, 
Labor Day, etc.). Instead, the Roman Missal provides “Masses and 
Prayers for Various Needs and Occasions” that are suited to these 
observances (Ordo #5, GIRM 368–378). 

In the United States, November is associated with giving thanks to God. In 1623—three years after the 
Pilgrims sailed to this land on the Mayfl ower—a severe drought threatened their crops. Consequently, a day of 
prayer was observed, an abundant rain saved the harvest, and a Day of Thanksgiving was established. In 1863, 
President Lincoln issued a proclamation for “Thanksgiving and Praise to Our Benefi cent Father” on the last 
Thursday of November (later moved to the fourth Thursday).

However, thanking God isn’t just a one-day event; it’s meant to be a perennial practice. Recall the lesson of 
the ten lepers healed by Jesus, only one of whom returned to thank him. (See Luke 17:11–19.) People who don’t 
take their blessings for granted return thanks to God in prayer. Therefore, offer brief prayers of gratitude to God 
throughout the day, every day, for such gifts as your health and faith, the freedoms allowed in this country, “thy 
daily bread,” and the Eucharist—a word that means “thanksgiving.”

XI. Piusz pápa 1925-ben rendelte el az Egyházban Krisztus királyságának ünnepét. Döntésében a 
Szentírás tanítására támaszkodott.

KRISZTUS KIRÁLY ÜNNEPE

A mennyei Atya Krisztusban teremtett az égen és a földön, a láthatókat és láthatatlanokat, a 
trónusokat, uralmakat, fejedelemségeket, hatalmasságokat; minden őáltala és őérette teremtetett. 
Krisztus tehát a Fő és a Király a teremtés jogán. Benne van megváltásunk az ő vére által... ő a 
Testnek, az Egyháznak a feje. Tehát Krisztus a Fő, a Király a szent vére árán szerzett megváltás 
jogcímén. Krisztus e kettős jogon urunk, törvényhozónk, mégpedig az egyes embernek éppúgy, mint 
a társadalomnak. Uralmát azonban nem erőszakkal akarja megvalósítani, hanem szeretetteljes 
vonzásával, hogy szabad akarattal ismerjük el felszabadító uralmát.

Ez az ünnep évről évre hathatósan hirdeti 
Krisztusnak az emberek és dolgok fölött való 
felséges és feltétlen uralmát. Isten úgy akarta, 
hogy Krisztus fősége és uralma a történelem 
végén nyilvánuljon ki világosan. Az utolsó 
ítéleten ő lesz a Bíró, aki mindent összefoglal 
és átad az Atyának. Krisztus Király ünnepét 
XI. Piusz pápa rendelte el 1925-ben, 
Mindenszentek ünnepe előtti vasárnapra, 
hogy az elpogányosodó korban, a hamis 
szabadosság lázongásai között az Egyház 
tagjait Krisztus főségének elismerésére hívja. 
Az ünnepet a II. Vatikáni Zsinat után 
áthelyezték advent előtti utolsó vasárnapra. 
Ezzel az Egyház azt emeli ki liturgiájában, 
hogy Krisztus királysága, amely láthatatlanul 
állandóan megvalósul az ő híveiben („Isten 

országa bennetek van”) az idők végén láthatóan is megjelenik és az emberiség történelmi útját 
teljessé teszi, annak értelmet ad.

XIV. Leó üzenetet küldött a Pápai Életvédő Akadémia által szervezett Mesterséges intelligencia és 
orvostudomány – Az emberi méltóság kihívása című nemzetközi kongresszus résztvevőinek, 
amelyet november 10. és 12. között tartottak Rómában. A pápa írását november 10-én, hétfőn 
délelőtt a Pápai Életvédő Akadémia elnöke, Renzo Pegoraro prelátus olvasta fel.

Ha a technológiai fejlődés „jelentős előnyöket hozott, és hoz továbbra is az emberiség számára, 
különösen az orvostudomány és az egészségügy területén”, akkor ahhoz, hogy valódi fejlődés 
történjen, szükséges, hogy az emberi méltóság és a közjó továbbra is szilárd prioritás legyen 
mindenki számára”.

Az üzenetben a Szentatya szól a „technológia romboló potenciáljáról” és az „emberellenes 
ideológiák szolgálatába állított orvosi kutatásról”. Arra buzdít, hogy a múltbeli eseményeket 
tekintsük figyelmeztetésnek. „A ma rendelkezésünkre álló eszközök még erősebbek, és még 
pusztítóbb hatással lehetnek az egyének és a népek életére” – írja Leó pápa, elismerve azonban a 
pozitív következményeket is, ha „az emberi személy szolgálatában” használjuk azokat. [...]
