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Some Walk Away

“L et your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No’ 
mean ‘No’” (Matthew 5:37). This teaching of 

Jesus seems to get lost, perhaps because it comes 
at the end of a long listing of commandments. 
Regardless, it seems to get right to the point, almost 
making the other commandments unnecessary or 
perhaps clarifying them. Either you are going to be 
a child of your heavenly Father and live like one, or 
you are not. If you are a child of God, you would not 
contemplate any evil behaviors, let alone actually 
do them.

That is the clarity of the teaching of 
Jesus. It is authentic. It is compelling. 
It invites a response. Yet, there are 
those who were present with him 
who did not understand. Who missed 
the point. Who insisted on another 
way. Who could not discern the 
simplicity of the truth. To each of these men and 
women, including some with the religious title of 
scribe or Pharisee, he observed, “And if the light in 
you is darkness, how great will the darkness be” 
(Matthew 6:23). Even sadder is that not only did 
they miss the point, they also simply walked away.

Do you want to say more than a simple “Yes” or 
“No”? Do you want to say, “Yes, but… I can’t do it 
now.” Or “I can’t forgive this particular person.” Or 
“I can’t welcome this particular stranger.” Or “I can’t 
love him or her or them.” 

Have you also missed the point? Do you also 
want to walk away? ●

Dear Padre,
My grandkids’ parents don’t want them to be baptized. 
Can I do it myself secretly so as not to cause problems?
Your concern is understandable, but secret baptisms are prohibited in the 
Catholic Church. The decision to baptize a child is determined by his or her 
parents. To secretly usurp their decision may cause problems of its own. For 
an infant to be baptized, “The parents or at least one of them or the person 
who legitimately takes their place must consent,” and “There must be a 
founded hope that the infant will be brought up in the Catholic religion” 
(Code of Canon Law, 868 §1). An exception is permitted when the child’s life is 
in immediate danger: “An infant of Catholic parents or even of non-Catholic 
parents is baptized licitly in danger of death, even against the will of the 
parents”(CCL 868 §2). Here, the Church’s pastoral concern is for the child to receive the immediate graces from 
the sacrament; the question of raising the child in the faith becomes moot in a life-or-death situation. 

“Since the earliest times, baptism has been administered to children, for it is a grace and a gift of God that 
does not presuppose any human merit…. Entry into Christian life gives access to true freedom” (Catechism of the 
Catholic Church, 1282). Continue to pray that your family may see baptism as a sign of God’s love, which offers 
true freedom for humanity. ●

RENDKÍVÜLI JUBILEUMI ÉV

Szent Ferenc tranzitusának 800. évfordulója alkalmából XIV. Leó pápa meghirdette a Kisebb 
Testvérek Rendjének rendkívüli jubileumi évét, és lehetővé tette a teljes búcsú elnyerését a Ferences 
Család tagjai és minden hívő számára. Az Apostoli Penitenciária erről szóló dekrétumát a ferences 
jubileumi év hivatalos megnyitásával egy időben, január 10-én tették közzé.

A dokumentum megjegyzi: az utóbbi években más fontos jubileumok is kapcsolódtak Assisi 
szentjéhez: a grecciói első betlehem létrehozásának és a Naphimnusz születésének, valamint Ferenc 
stigmatizációjának nyolcszázadik évfordulója, amely a Verna hegyén – mondhatni egy új Golgotán – 
történt, két évvel a halála előtt.

2026 azonban minden korábbi ünneplés tetőpontját és beteljesedését jelenti: valóban Szent Ferenc 
éve lesz, és mindannyian arra kapunk meghívást, hogy szentekké váljunk a mai világban a „szeráfi 
pátriárka” példáját követve.

XIV. Leó pápa elrendeli, hogy 2026. január 10-től – ami egybeesik a rendes jubileumi szentév 
végével – 2027. január 10-ig hirdessék meg Szent Ferenc rendkívüli jubileumát, amikor minden hívő 
keresztény Assisi szentjének példáját követve maga is az életszentség példaképévé és a béke állandó 
tanújává válhat.

Szigorú böjt

A Nagyböjt ünnepélyes kezdete. A hamuval való meghintés már az Ószövetségben a bűnbánat jele 
volt. A hamu ugyanis természetes voltánál fogva magában is alkalmas, hogy bűnbánatra intsen. A 
hamvazás az Egyház szentelménye, amely az Egyház imái által gyógyítóerőt nyer és lelkünkben az 
igazi bánat felébresztésére szolgál, hogy általa egy új és jobb életre feltámadjunk.

A hamu megáldásakor a pap rövid imádságot mond azért, hogy Isten a bűnbánókat, s a bűnbánat 
kifejezéséül hamvazáshoz járulókat kegyelmével kísérje az egész Nagyböjt alatt, és 
hogy így a Húsvétot mindnyájan megtisztult szívvel ünnepelhessék. Ezután 
meghinti szenteltvízzel a hamut (amely az előző év Virágvasárnapján megáldott 
barkák és pálmák elégetéséből származik), majd e szavakkal szórja a hamut az eléje 
járuló hívekre: „Emlékezzél, ember, hogy por vagy és porrá leszel.” Vagy: 
„Tartsatok bűnbánatot és higgyetek az Evangéliumban!’”

A megtérés, a bűnbánat, a vezeklés és a jócselekedetek gyümölcseit teremjük a most 
kezdődő nagyböjti időben!
